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1. Executive Summary 
I work for my living as an online affiliate marketer. This case study explores whether a 
commercial email marketing platform – MyLeadGenSecret (MLGS) – can be used effectively 
for evangelistic purposes. MLGS delivers daily email leads primarily interested in online 
income opportunities. My question was:  

Are these people also open to biblical messages? 

Over three days in April 2025, I sent three emails with links to Bible-based blog posts - a total 
of 51,900 emails to about 17,000 MLGS leads. These emails were sent from five 
interconnected MLGS accounts, which together held about 17,000 leads at the time of the test. 
The result: 609 clicks and an average click-through rate (CTR) of 1.17% – far above 
average for this type of audience. When scaled across 12 months with five MLGS accounts, 
the cost per click can drop as low as $0.001. 

The results indicate that MLGS is not only technically suitable for evangelistic outreach 
– it is also highly cost-effective and surprisingly spiritually fruitful.

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2. Background & Motivation 
What is MLGS? MLGS (MyLeadGenSecret) is a low-cost, beginnerfriendly and easy-to-use 
email marketing system that provides 100 permission-based leads per day to each account. 
These leads are primarily individuals from the United States seeking online income 
opportunities. MLGS also provides a built-in mailing system. So, the user gets email leads 
into his account and can send email messages to all leads from the MLGS platform itself. 
Thus, it is very easy to use the system and MLGS is suitable for absolute beginners. If you 
can write an email on Gmail or Hotmail, you can handle MLGS too. All you need is a 
computer and an internet connection. 

The Big Question: Can such a platform, originally designed for business purposes, be 
reimagined as a digital tool for gospel outreach? 

Biblical Example 

When the Apostle Paul addressed people at the marketplace (Acts 17,17) or the philosophers 
on Mars Hill in Athens (Acts 17,22), he didn’t condemn their culture. He began with what 
they knew – their poetry, their altars, their hunger for meaning. I believe God can use digital 
platforms like MLGS the same way today: to plant seeds of truth in unexpected places. 

 

3. Setup & Methodology 
In April 2025, I conducted a 3-day test using my five interconnected MLGS accounts. 
Together, these accounts had about 17,000 active leads at the time of the test. 

Three emails were sent:

Total: 51,900 emails sent – 609 clicks – 1.17% average CTR 
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All emails included a link to a blog post hosted on the author's website, offering short, 
respectful, and uplifting biblical messages relevant to the reader's life situation. 

 

4. Results 

Key Metrics: 

• Total Emails Sent: 51,900 
• Total Clicks: 609 
• Average CTR: 1.17% 
• Potential Cost per Click (CPC) after 12 Months: 

o 1 MLGS account (after 12 months): 36,000 leads → ~10,800 clicks/month → 
$0.0028 per click 

o 5 linked MLGS accounts (after 12 months): 324,000 leads → ~97,200 
clicks/month → $0.0011 per click 

These costs are orders of magnitude lower than conventional online advertising. 

These calculated costs are based on the above actual results and extrapolated 12 months into 
the future. Please note that results are not guaranteed or implied, and they can vary wildly 
depending on how well the email messages resonate with the readers' interests. 

 

5. Interpretation & Analysis 
• A CTR of 1.17% on business-focused leads may not sound much, but is remarkably 

high 
• Topics with a biblical worldview do resonate with people searching for income and 

stability 
• The format (written word, permission-based, personal tone) fosters deeper engagement 

than many social media ads 
• MLGS proves to be a viable environment to present the gospel, without intruding or 

spamming 

 

6. Implications for Churches & Ministries 
MLGS is a practical, scalable, and affordable method for digital evangelism. After 12 months 
and for about $5/day with 5 MLGS accounts, one church or even one single person could 
reach 324,000 people/month – and generate nearly 100,000 clicks per month (after 12 
months) on gospel-centered content.

Advantages: 

• No algorithm, no social media dependency 
• No design or video skills required 
• The written word – perfect preparation for Bible-based discipleship 
• Fully legal and permission-based 
• Works even for small churches with limited staff and budget 

 

7. Conclusion 
This test strongly suggests that MLGS, though designed for business marketing, can 
be redeemed as a powerful tool for gospel outreach. 

The people behind MLGS leads are more than just "business prospects" – they are human 
souls, searching for meaning, stability, and truth. 

And the gospel still speaks into that hunger.
